House Music 2025 - For the attention of performers / parents 

Dear Parent/carer, 

As previously announced, our House Music Festival will take place on Tuesday 18 March and Wednesday 
19 March at 7pm in the Aylesbury High School Main Hall.  
 
Tickets are selling fast, but some are still available on ParentMail and all are very welcome to attend. 
 
House Captains have requested an after school rehearsal this Friday 14 March which will run from 
3:30pm-7:30pm, and they will have let the students know when they are required. 
 
For the evening performances on Tuesday 18 March and Wednesday 19 March, students will have been 
told what to wear by their house captains and should arrive by 5.45pm, reporting to the Harding Hall 
and entering the school through the Harding Hall doors. We aim to finish by 9.15pm. There will be 
rehearsals during the school day on Tuesday and students should make sure that they check the school 
notices for the times that they will be required. 
 
Students are free to leave the school site at 3.30pm on Tuesday and Wednesday but should ensure 
they have taken everything out of their locker that they require for the evening. The majority of the 
school buildings are locked at the end of the school day. Students can remain in the Dining Room or 
Library until 4.30 pm. 
 
The performers and crew are required to be back at school no earlier than 5:30pm and should meet 
in the Harding Hall from that time, where they can be supervised until the event starts at 7pm.   
 
We will assume that all students have permission to leave the school site; however, if you do not give 
permission for your daughter to leave the school site, please email mwarner@ahs.bucks.sch.uk no 
later than Friday 14 March so that appropriate supervision can be arranged. We will be in touch with 
those students directly to let them know where they can stay until 5:30 pm. Please be aware it is not 
possible to opt-in to part of the supervision – e.g. arriving back at school at 4:30 pm.
